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1.  The FWA seeks to uphold the highest standards of governance  in relation to the resources made available by its members, sponsors, the Sport Wales and the Environment Agency. It is therefore important to avoid conflicts arising between the interest of the FWA, (and hence its stakeholders), and the interests of its Officers.

2.  The FWA therefore maintains a register of interests for all Serving National Officers which is held by the Company Secretary. 

3.  All Officers are expected to complete a register of interest

form on becoming an Officer within the FWA. Officers will be asked to update this form each year prior to the AGM.

4. Officers should inform the Executive Committee as soon as they

become aware of a potential conflict of interest.

5. This in particular is for any individual who may be employed

within the Recreational\Angling Industry.

6.  The Executive Committee reserves the right to instruct any

officer to withdraw from discussion or activity in which conflict of interest may arise, this instruction may be given following a majority vote from attending officers.
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
