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Level 1 Certificate in Coaching Angling (L1CCA)
This certificate is awarded by 1st4sport Qualifications and has been developed in partnership with the Federation of Welsh Anglers and the Angling Development Boards of England and Scotland, which together form the UKCC National Source Group responsible for the development of angling coaching qualifications in the UK.
The L1CCA is a Vocational Related Qualification (VRQ) that provides an opportunity to study and be assessed for both the practical and theoretical aspects of coaching angling. 

Qualification Pre-requisites

Candidates are required to be at least 16 years of age.
You should already be an experienced angler within your chosen discipline — please be aware that the L1CCA course is concerned with imparting coaching skills and does not teach you how to fish.

Cost

The cost of the award will be £220.00
Course Structure

The Level 1 Certificate in Coaching Angling is run over a period of two days. 

Qualification Aims and Learning Outcomes
Aim
To provide you with an introduction to the principles and practices of coaching safe and ethical angling activities to adults and children. The qualification will help you to understand how to deliver aspects of coaching sessions, normally under direct supervision of more qualified coaches.

Outcomes

On the completion of the L1CCA course, you should be able to:
· establish working relationships with the participants and others

· establish a safe coaching environment

· prepare for activities, taking into account participants’ needs and motives

· contribute to the creation of a safe working environment

· prepare the participants for the coaching activities

· support participants’ behaviour

· conclude activities

· review the activities

· contribute to the evaluation of participants’ performance
· develop continual personal practice

Qualification Format

The L1CCA comprises four units of study (see Figure 1 below), three generic units that are assessed in the context of the fourth, which includes the technical aspects of angling coaching at this level.  To qualify for the L1CCA, you must successfully complete all three units, in the context of the fourth.



Figure 1: Structure of the Level 1 Certificate in Coaching Angling

The qualification is designed to be delivered via a mixture of coach educator delivered theoretical and practical sessions and home study. The qualification places appropriate emphasis on the practical aspects of the role of the coach. 

Achievement of the qualification is normally gained via the combination of:

· attendance at an induction event that will provide you with an introduction to the qualification and on-going support throughout the programme of training and home study, to ensure that you understand the requirements of the qualification. In addition, you will receive support and guidance on accessing learning resources that support the development of your knowledge.  
· A programme of training, during which you will be provided with the predominantly practical and technical information required to enable you to fulfil the role. You will undertake at least one internal assessment coaching angling
· Achievement of knowledge via a structured programme of learning and/or home study, and/or distance learning modules.  

· An independent assessment of your knowledge and understanding of the outcomes of the qualification
At the conclusion of the programme of training and assessment, you will receive an action plan for your further development.
