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Level 2 Certificate in Coaching Angling (L2CCA)
This certificate is awarded by 1st4sport Qualifications and has been developed in partnership with the Federation of Welsh Anglers and the Angling Development Boards of England and Scotland, which together form the UKCC National Source Group responsible for the development of angling coaching qualifications in the UK.
The L2CCA is a Vocational Related Qualification (VRQ) that provides an opportunity to study and be assessed for both the practical and theoretical aspects of coaching angling. The knowledge gained will enable candidates to develop an understanding of safe, ethical and effective angling coaching. 

Qualification Pre-requisites
Candidates are required to be at least 17 years of age.

Candidates must have experience of angling in at least one context (sea, coarse or game).

Please be aware that the L2CCA course is concerned with imparting coaching skills and does not teach you how to fish.

Level 2 applicants should already be in possession of a Level 1 certificate. 

In some circumstances evidence of prior learning can be accepted for exemption i.e. FE Qualification or L1 Qualification or above in another sport.

Qualification Aims and Learning Outcomes
Aim

To provide you with an introduction to the processes and principles of coaching angling to adults and children.

Outcomes

On the completion of the L2CCA course, you should be able to:

· establish an effective, fair and equitable coaching environment 

· establish a safe coaching environment

· review participants’ needs and establish goals for coaching sessions

· produce plans for sessions that support participants’ development
· plan for the evaluation of sessions

· prepare participants for coaching sessions

· establish and maintain working relationships with participants and others

· deliver coaching sessions

· develop participants’ performance

· conclude sessions

· evaluate participants’ performance and the effectiveness of sessions

· Monitor personal coaching practice.

Qualification Format
The L2CCA comprises five units of study (see Figure 1 below), four generic units that are assessed in the context of the fifth, which in turn includes the technical aspects of angling coaching at this level.  To qualify for the L2CCA, you must successfully complete all four units, in the context of the fifth.







Figure 1: Structure of the Level 2 Certificate in Coaching Angling

The qualification is designed to be delivered via a mixture of Coach Educator (tutor) delivered theoretical and coaching activity sessions, plus home study tasks. The qualification places appropriate emphasis on the practical aspects of the coach.

Achievement of the qualification is gained via the combination of:

· Attendance at an induction event that will provide you with an introduction to the qualification and on-going support throughout the programme of training and home study tasks to ensure that you understand the requirements of the qualification. 

In addition, you will receive support and guidance on accessing learning resources that support the development of your knowledge.

· A programme of training during which you will be provided with the predominantly practical and technical information required to enable you to fulfil the role. This includes undertaking a series of short internal assessments of coaching angling.

· Obtaining knowledge via a structured programme of learning and/or home study tasks, and/or distance learning modules.

· Further development of your application of the role of the coach, via practical coaching practice over a period of time, and the compilation of a Coaching Log/Portfolio.

· An Independent Assessment of your practical coaching

At the conclusion of the programme of training and assessment you will receive an action plan for your further development.
